DOWNTOWN MAINTENANCE SPECIFICATIONS

GENERAL INFORMATION

The DDA is requesting bids for the maintenance of the downtown area.

Successful bidder shall provide the following:

1) Copy of liability/property damage insurance, minimum requirement:  

     $300,000/$500,000 and name the Davison Downtown Development  

     Authority and the City of Davison as additional insured.

2) Copy of workman’s compensation policy

3) Copy of auto insurance policy

All subcontracting of required services to perform any required maintenance within the downtown area must be approved in advance by the DDA Board.

SUMMER MAINTENANCE

The DDA is always interested in suggestions to improve the downtown area. The successful bidder should provide suggestions to beautify the downtown area. These suggestions will be addressed as special projects and if approved will be funded under a separate contract.

SPRING, FALL & PARKING LOT CLEAN-UP 
In the spring and fall of the year the downtown area requires a “spring & fall cleaning.”

The following areas require this attention:

The DDA Parking Lots (4) 
· Lot behind Secretary of State to Davison Street
· Lot behind stores on east side of Main Street (Merchants Parking Lot) 

· Lot at State and Third Streets 
· Lot at State and Mill Streets (Colonial Square Parking Lot).
· Lot north of railroad tracks between Main and 314 Mill St behind Pariseau’s Printing 
· The curbs and sidewalks along Main Street from Mill St. to Third St.
· Walkway and ramp (leading to State & Third St Parking lot) by Palace Jewelers  
MOWING LAWN AREAS & PARKING LOT CLEANUP (May 01, 2023 to October 31, 2023)

Lawn areas shall be maintained at a length not greater than 4 inches. In general, areas should be maintained weekly. Seasonal weather conditions will vary required mowing; however, the lawn areas shall not be mowed more than once per week.

Areas requiring mowing may be detailed during a walk-thru of the downtown area.

· North of railroad tracks between State and 314 E Mill Street (along the parking lot)
· Merchant Parking Lot between Mill Street & Shopper’s Alley

· City Lot at 317 N Davison Street along fence line of Shoppers Alley & Davison St.

· Third & State Street Parking Lot

WEEDING - SIDEWALKS, PAVED AND BRICK AREAS

These weeds shall be sprayed monthly provided a proper weed-killing chemical is used. In any event weeds shall not exceed three inches in size at any time.

All sidewalks and DDA controlled paved areas within the central business district shall be maintained.  Roughly the area bounded by Third, State, Mill & Davison Streets.

WEEDING - NON-LANDSCAPED AREAS

Weeding of miscellaneous areas, without landscaping items, can be done with proper chemicals. These include, however, but not limited to areas along fences and remote areas.  Areas requiring this type of weeding may be detailed during a walk-thru of the downtown area.

TREE TRIMMING

The DDA acknowledges that tree and shrub trimming will be required from time to time. Please list your hourly rate for this item on the Bid Document.
